Hike the historic 
Grand Portage of the St Louis River. Peer over 
the swinging bridge at the dramatic rocky river 
gorge below or pause for a moment in the 
pioneer cemetery. The forests and vistas make 
this park a hikers' and skiers' delight!  There 
are 50 miles of hiking & 8 miles of biking trails.
